ADDITIONS TO THE AGENDA
CITIZENS, DELEGATIONS, PETITIONS, & COMPLAINTS:
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

a. Emergency Management-Councilman Scott reported there was nothing new to report.   
b. Garbage Collection-John reported there have been a number of problems with the garbage truck: jam, O-ring, coolant sensor.  The sensor arrived today and will be replaced tomorrow.  All else has been fixed. 
c. MeeteetseVisitors Center –Melissa Hubacher reported they are ready for Christmas in Meeteetse on December 7th.  
d. MCFJPB –Councilman Blake reported everything has been running well and the usage is up above average.   
e. Park County Travel-Christine reported it was a good year for Park County for travel.  It is was up 15% in the County and 9% in Meeteetse.  October was better than some of the summer months in Meeteetse.  The lodging tax was renewed.  The new advertising package themed “Wild Forever”- Social Media Influencer will cover the Ice Fishing Derby.   
f. Police Report-Deputy Schlenker reported they have been plenty busy.  The Sheriff’s Department is rolling out body cams department wide.  Business as usual in Meeteetse.
g. Recreation- Councilman Guthrie reported everything is usual. 
h. Recycling- John reported the recycling trailer is just about full and will be taken over the week before Christmas.      
i. Safety- Shawn reported the street light on Franklin Street has been fixed by Big Horn REA.
j. Sewer- Shawn reported everything is going good. Flows are up to 29K gallons per day.  
k. Streets & Alleys- John reported the streets and alleys are as good as to be expected with the TCT/Drover Construction  project.     
l. Water- Shawn reported water production is up 55K per day.  
m. Town Projects- Angie reported the ongoing projects are the Corridor Study, Water Treatment Plant Phase 1, the grants for the Water Tanks project have been submitted, grants for MYWP have been submitted, and grants for Lions Park have been submitted.
