a. Emergency Management-Councilman Scott-no report.   
b. Garbage Collection-John reported the garbage will be picked up tomorrow due to incoming snow.  Shawn reported that the City of Cody will help repair the garbage truck and the Town is responsible for purchasing the repair parts.  The approximate amount to repair the packer hydraulic cylinder is $10,000.00. 
c. MeeteetseVisitors Center –Melissa Hubacher reported they are working hard on the Fishing Derby including sponsors and donations.  The board was elected John Lundberg-President, Marshal Faust-VP, Heather Moreland-Secretary, Steffen Cornell-Treasurer, and Tangi Linton-At-Large member.  
d. MCFJPB –No representative present.   
e. Park County Travel-Christine reported it was a good year for Park County for travel.  It was up 13% in the County and Meeteetse in October. The new advertising package themed “Wild Forever”- Social Media Influencer will cover the Ice Fishing Derby.   
f. Police Report-Sheriff Steward reported they have been plenty busy with 150-175 calls per month with lots of ambulance calls in Meeteetse, 32-40 inmates on an average, lots of VIN checks and concealed weapon permits.   
g. Recreation- Meeteetse Recreation Director Serres reported the Rec Center has been busy with New Year Resolutioners, they are working on grants and donations and they appreciate everyone’s support.
h. Recycling- John reported the recycling trailer will hold another month.  Mr. Orrell requested the aluminum cans for the Meeteetse High School Seniors for their Senior Trip.   
i. Safety- Shawn had nothing to report.
j. Sewer- Shawn reported everything is going good. Flows are up to 20K gallons per day. Upper lagoon is iced over, there is plenty of room middle lagoon, and  lower cell completely empty.  
k. Streets & Alleys- John reported they have cautiously plowed to keep from tearing up the streets and alleys.     
l. Water- Shawn reported water production is 35K-40K per day.  Bulk Water sales are down.  Shawn offered the new council members tours of the facilities.  
m. Town Projects- Shawn reported they were collecting information for the Water Plant upgrades.  Also been working on Lead and Copper Service Line Investigation Projects.
